1. Kolkata Love Presbyterian Church:

By the providence of God a Hindi service has been started from 
February 2011 by the help of Evangelist Tapas Dixit. The Bengali 
Service is helped by Evangelist Rabindranath Roy and in the English 
service by Rev. Yook Ho Gi. Our prayer is that Lord may gather more 
followers everyday for the Bengali Sunday worship, Wednesday 
worship, Friday night prayer & daily early morning prayer.  

Palm Sunday was celebrated on 17th April where we went to the 
surrounding neighborhood of our church with a procession with palm 
leaves in our hands, singing Hosanna song along with our church 
Sunday school kids and believers.  

Passion Week was from 18th ~ 21st April and Good Friday service was 
held on the 22nd from 12~3 PM. On Easter Sunday, 10 people were 
baptized and a communion service was held which was ended with a 
love feast.  

ii) Asha-Joyti Niloy: the day care centre in our church is going on 
everyday (Mon-Fri) 8:00AM to 5:00PM with 50 
kids (Fatherless children) at our church and 
Khudirabad by the helping hand of Mrs. Monju 
Gomes, Sabitri Saha, Jhuma Das (Teacher), S. 
Midday (Cook) and evangelist Monjoy Narzary. 

iii) The Kolkata Mission center: the Mission 
Centre and Kolkata Love Presby. Church 
construction has been raised till the third floor. We 
still need to construct two more floors and wish to 
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inaugurate it by the 1st week of March 2012, in time for our Silver 
Jubilee. We need your prayer and financial support for the completion 
of the building. Many other ministries will be conducted here, including 
a Christian TV Channel for which our son Samuel has been studying 
Digital Film-making. Other ministries include Bible translation etc. 

iv) Free Medical Clinic: Every Friday from 2-5 PM we supply free mobile 
clinic with medicine for the surrounding needy people. From this month 
(Sept) we are going to Khudirabad twice a month and CLPC twice a 
month.
